Synod Convention Report:

The theme of this yeards Convention
the ELCA: Godds Wor k, Our Hands: Be
Dr. Martin Marty delivered the two keynote addresses. Dr. Marty spoke
about creencias (our deepest beliefs), for Lutherans this is our justification
by grace through faith, and vigencias (our binding customs). Dr. Marty sug-
gested some of the binding customs for being and witness that he sees
among American Lutherans, including:
Daily affirmation of Baptism.
Works of Mercy.
Emphasis on preaching the Word, on Eucharist and on singing
hymns together that share the Gospel of forgiveness.
Hospitality. Lutherans may not be the best evangelizers, but being
inviting is central to the Lutheran faith.
The care of souls, with emphasis on pastoral care, and
Believers who are Acongregational
ficient onto ourselves, but with awareness of global, national,
and other needs beyond our local area.

Our beliefs and binding customs are what hold us together as a Church.

One of the main purposes of the convention includes the business of voting
on resolutions and memorials placed before the delegates. One difficult
resolution had to do with the synod budget for 2011. Many factors have lead
to tight finances for the synod and the Synod Finance Committee tried to al-
low for these changes in the proposed budget. Estimated income for 2011
was kept level with the estimated income for this year at $1,550,000. Sala-
ries were kept level with 2010 and other expenses were cut. The proposed
budget still ran a deficit of $83,254. This deficit will cut the synod reserves in
half by the end of 2011. The budget did pass, but this is a time for concern.
There were several resolutions that were related, in one way or another, to
the change in Ministry Standards enacted by the Churchwide Assembly in
2009. The resolutions failed, but the votes and outcomes were difficult and
emotional for the delegates and there were many impassioned arguments on
each side. The resolutions, which were moved and seconded by clergy and
members representing a small number of congregations within the CSIS,
reflect differences that may be insurmountable for some within the synod. It
is probably assured that the synod will lose parishioners and congregations.
On the other hand, the failure of the resolutions may mean that many, whose
feelings about the change in Ministry Standards may range from aversion to
agreement, feel that the members and congregations of the ELCA and CSIS
need to work together to move on and reaffirm our primary belief of justifica-
tion by grace through faith, and our binding customs of being and witness to
serve others and spread the Good Ne
